English
In our English lessons this term, we will be reading The Last Wild by Piers Torday — an exciting and imaginative story about courage, friendship and the power of hope. The book follows a young boy named Kester who discovers he can communicate with animals and sets out on a thrilling adventure to save them. 







Maths
In maths this term, we will be working on fractions. This will include finding fractions of amounts, equivalent fractions and adding and subtracting fractions. Pupils will also apply their understanding to real-life problems and develop strategies to explain their reasoning with confidence.
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PSHE
In PSHE we will learn about respect, diversity and stereotyping.   
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Science
This term we will be exploring how animals and humans change as they grow.
We will learn about learn about the digestive and circulatory systems and how to keep our bodies healthy.
Through hands-on investigations, we will discover how different animals adapt to survive.
This exciting topic builds curiosity and understanding of the amazing systems that keep living things alive!





 


DT
In our Electrical Systems and Motors unit, Year 5 pupils will explore how electricity powers movement.
We’ll investigate circuits, switches, and motors, then design and build their own moving models.
This hands-on unit develops problem-solving and design skills while deepening understanding of 
how electrical systems work.
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Music
We will continue our Rockband sessions this term. There will be a performance to parents on Friday 12th December.
Geography
This term, we will be learning about volcanoes and earthquakes. We will learn about what causes them and the features of volcanoes. As part of this unit, we will focus on South America and learn about how this continent is affected by earthquakes and volcanoes.



 
Supporting your child’s learning at home
In term two we would like children to focus on reading at home regularly and recording this in their reading records. We recommend aiming to read at home three times a week. The class teacher will check reading records and stamp them on a weekly basis. Children can also learn the spellings which are published on the website. These will change over a two-week period and will begin in week 1. We would also like children to carry on using times table rockstars to maintain fluency with their times tables.
