1057 New Guard leaves Wellington Barracks
11.00 Ceremony officially starts
11.10 St James' Palace relef guards leave Buckingham Palace
11.25 Relieved sentries leave St. James’
1140 O1d Guard leaves Buckingham Palace
11.45 St. James' Palace guards leave Buckingham Palace
